VENT FILTERS

Vent Filters contain desiccant to prevent moisture from entering the vent
tube and damaging transducers with vented gage reference pressure
formant. Measurement Specialties offers two types of vent filters:

The KPSI 810 SuperDry Vent Filter utilizes an indicating desiccant to
provide the cable vent tube with moisture protection. The desiccant will
turn from blue to pink when exposed to moisture indicating the need for
maintenance. All vented gage transducers are shipped with our
SuperDry Vent Filter. This vent filter prevents moisture from entering the
vent tube for at least one year without maintenance, at no additional cost.
These vent filters are 6.0 inches (15.3 cm) long with a 0.75 inch (1.9 cm)
diameter.

The KPSI 811 Stainless Steel Vent Filter is a maintenance free version
of the SuperDry Vent Filter above. Housed in a 316 stainless steel body

SEALED PRESSURE REFERENCE KPSI TRANSDUCERS

Where appropriate, consider a non-vented, sealed pressure reference format. This eliminates the need for venting
accessories, such as, vent filters and aneroid bellows. The output of the transducer should be adjusted to compensate for any
altitude difference. A separate barometric pressure transducer may be needed to compensate readings for ambient
atmospheric pressure conditions.
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
