4.5 CRIMPING
The handles of the tool are closed completely until
the click sound of the ratchet (pressure restricting
device) of the tool is heard. If the sound is heard and
the ratchet is released, the handles are automatically
opened.

4.6 REMOVAL OF CRIMPED CONTACT
The crimped contact is removed from the tool by
pulling the sire gently a little downward and the
crimping operation is finished.

5. MEASUREMENT OF CRIMPING HEIGHT AND
TENSILE STRENGTH OF CONDUCTOR CRIMPING
PART

The crimping height is measured by an exclusive
micrometer in accordance with Fig. 6 and the tensile
strength is measured by a method shown in Fig. 7.

6.1 This tool exclusively used for the crimping
(maintenance) of SUPER SEAL CONNECTOR receptacle
contacts, the products of Tyco Electronics AMP K.K. and
hence, if other contacts or inapplicable wires are crimped
by the tool, the tool might be damage.

6.2 As the (ratchet
mechanism) of the tool is designed on the assumption

pressure restricting devise
that the tool is operated by the gripping force of a human
hand, it should be born in mind that, if the tool is
improperly operated, for instance, the tool is attached to
other machine, tool, etc. and operated, the handles are
forcibly opened, pipes, etc. are linked with the handles,
ete., it will cause the damages of the pressure restricting
and the function,
performance and life or the tool will be deteriorated.
